The Great Lenten journey is the special
timeframe in the life of the Christian per-
son, when we wholeheartedly surrender
ourselves in the hands of the Almighty
God, so that led by prayer and fasting,
through solitude, we uplift ourselves to
God, with the vision to live our lives with
anew vision and to live the true purpose of
our lives to better understand the Miracu-
lous Resurrection of Christ, our Lord, who
is in the destiny of our spiritual journey.

“0, Lord, You are my refuge,

Teach me to fulfill Your will,
For You are my God.”
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The words of this prayer renew our spiri-
tuality, and lead our lives in search of the
destiny of the Great Lent with a greater
preparation.

“0, Lord, You are my refuge,
Teach me to fulfill Your will,
For You are my God.”

The first and fundamental step that we
ought to take during the spiritual journey
of the Great Lent is for us to make God the
foundation of our life. This step needs to be
taken with total surrender into the hands of
God and God will lead our lives. This step
must be considered a precondition, for we
launch the beginning of a journey with God.

Throughout this journey, our lives should

Having this vision within us, God leads our
lives and teaches us to fulfill His will. For
the Christian, the Great Lent is the journey
of peace. The journey of Lent needs to be
filled with prayer and fasting, with the
discipline of spiritual readings and
reflections. Having adopted this way of life,
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we then attain a luminous life and the days
of our God—given lives turn into steps

leading toward God.

The Church Fathers have established canons
and prayers, which are spiritual tools to
renew our spirituality. However, we ought
not to forget that Christ is the role-model
for all Christians. At the beginning of His
mission, He went into the desert and paved
for us the journey of Lent.

“0, Lord, You are my refuge,
Teach me to fulfill Your will,
For You are my God.”

O, Lord God, You truly are the foundation
of my life. As I pray to you, you lead my
steps and enlighten my mind and soul, so
that I may always fulfill Your will. Your
messages will undoubtedly enrich my life.
As my heart is filled with the divine
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messages radiating from the Gospel, I will
then be able to inspire the lives of people
with the divine love and wisdom:.

You are the true God and I promise to
begin the journey of my Lent with a humble
mind and soul, with the aspiration to see
and grasp the light of Christ’s Resurrection.
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THE WILL OF GOD
IS OUR CALLING

This year I will focus my reflections dedica-
ted to the Great Lent on the twelfth chap-
ter of St. Paul’s Epistle to the Romans.
Truly, each of the verses lead towards God;
to live our life with God and turn our lives
to be the recipient of the divine messages
radiating from the Gospels.

I have dedicated the Sundays of the Great
Lent to the Gospel reading of the day as
designed by the Church Fathers. And the
Holy Week is being considered separately
as it is dedicated to the life of Christ in its
entirety.
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POON PARAGENTAN

The First Sunday of the Great Lent is the
doorway which leads us to the Great Len-
ten journey. As we embark on the journey,
we then are called to prepare our spiritua-
lity to fill our souls with the divine call and
blessings. This journey begins with prayer
and fasting with the sole intention that we
are preparing ourselves to see the glorious
Resurrection of Christ.

“I beseech you therefore, brethren,
by the mercies of God, to present
your bodies a living sacrifice, holy,
acceptable to God, which is your
reasonable service.” (Romans 12:1).

The message of the Apostle calls on huma-

nity that led by the mercy of God, we may

prepare ourselves as a sacrifice, and a plea-

sing gift to God. Thus, the Great Lenten
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journey turns into a time of preparation for
our physical body, so that we may always
have the vision of a sanctified life securing
our spiritual rebirth. We have the moral
obligation to cherish our God-given lives.
And inasmuch as we are driven to secure
the sanctity of our physical bodies, the
same empowers us to aspire for the sanctity
of our souls.

“And be not fashioned according to
this world...” (Romans 12:2).

We live in a world with diverse aspects
which can impact the character of humanity.

Thus, as
we fulfill the messages of Christ, we then
are practically realizing God’s will. And the
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person who fulfills the will of God certainly
has spiritual contentment.

“For I say, through the grace that was
given me, to every man that isamong
you, not to think of himself more
highly that he ought to think; but so
to think as to think soberly, accor-
ding as God hath dealt to each man a
measure of faith” (Romans 12:3).

The message of the Apostle reminds us all
that God has graced upon us all the gift of
faith. Thus, what is our responsibility? Our
responsibility is to put our faith in action.
The Apostle cautions us to see life as a
precious gift. Therefore, we do not have
the moral right to underestimate the value
of the God-given gift of life. What the
prayer and fasting does is strengthens
within us the faith life as the spiritual fire of

SUNDAY
OF THE EXPULSION

The second Sunday of Lent is registered in
our Church as the “Sunday of the Expul-
sion,” which reminds us of the Expulsion of
Adam and Eve from the Garden of Eden,
due to their disobedience. However, God
opened the door of repentance for huma-
nity through prayer so that we may be able
to reinstate within us the image of the
Creator. Through prayer we are also given
the guidance of self-purification, which
ultimately is the purpose of the Great Lent.
Thus, Great Lent offers us the chance to
live a God-pleasing life and strive to be a

new person.

“For even as we have many members
in one body, and all the members
have not the same office; so we, who
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are many, are one body in Christ,

severely members of one another”
(Romans 12:4-5).

As I read these words from the Epistle of
St. Paul, I then am able to see the whole-
ness of Churches in the life of all the mem-
bers of the church. For when we gather
with our spiritual gifts and talents, then the
strength of the church becomes more
visible. Also, the words of the Apostle lead
us to the very thought that we are all crea-
ted equal by the Almighty God. With this
notion in mind, we then are able to bring

peace in the life of the people of the world.

“And having gifts differing according
to the grace that was given to us”
(Romans 12:6).

The Apostle reminds us all that many are
the gifts shared amongst us all. This implies
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the thought that we can enlighten each
other’s lives with the gifts we own. Having

said this, I also would like to say that as Chris-

tians, none of us can actually be privileged.

The Great Lenten journey is the time which
deepens within us the sense of understan-
ding that we are spiritually rich.

“...Whether prophecy, let us pro-
phecy according to the proportion
of our faith...” (Romans 12:6).

The Christian person who lives a prayerful
life can certainly grasp the understanding
that through the living faith one can make
prophecy. And how can we define the notion
of prophecy? It is actually the capability to
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be able to see the vision of the mind and
soul, to foresee beyond the horizon. After
all, who were the prophets? They were
actually people like us who listened to the
Word of God and led the people who had

been entrusted to them.

“...he that teacheth, to his teaching”
(Romans 12:7).

A teacher is the person who has the calling
and ability to teach and instruct. Thus, if
we respond to God’s call and fulfill our
calling diligently, we then become a
blessing in the life of a fellow friend. In a
sense, we are teachers for one another. If
so, we then enlighten one another’s life.
Therefore, life should be lived as a teacher,
so that we may preach and teach the Word
of God. Let us listen to the Word of God,
and let it become the movement of our
soul.
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“or he that exhorteth, to his exhort-
ting” (Romans 12:8).

Truly, one can only exhort a fellow person
or a friend if he or she feels in the depth of
the heart the abundance of the gifts of the
Holy Spirit. I firmly believe that we all are
in need of exhortation regardless of those
who are weak or in pain and even people
who have faith and have put their trust in
their own wisdom or wealth. The ultimate
goal for all is to walk with Christ and live
with the discipline of humanity.

“he that giveth, let him do it with
liberality, he that showeth mercy,
with cheerfulness” (Romans 12:8).

“As Christians, when we share our wealth,
let it be with a cheerful heart. This does not
only apply to materialistic gifts, but also to
our wisdom and spiritual gifts which we
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share with friends. It is our moral duty that
we give with cheerful hearts. For other-
wise, giving merely becomes an obligation.
Because giving is a virtue, let us live our
lives with this vision, and that we are co-
workers to God in the vineyard of the

Creator.
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SUNDAY
OF THE PRODIGAL SON

As we read the parable of the Prodigal Son,
we then see God in the character of the for-
giving father, who embraced his younger
son with his unconditional love. The Father
saw the reality of his youngest son’s trials
and tribulations and allowed him to return
to his paternal home with mercy and for-
giveness.

The message of the parable reflects the grea-
test lesson: It is not the human person who
choses God. Rather, itis God who chooses us.

“if it is to lead, do it diligently”
(Romans 12:8).

Supervision must be applied in our lives.
Each of us in many ways is a supervisor of
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the life granted to us by God. It is impor-
tant that we supervise or watch upon our
lives with prayer and fasting. After all, the
entire purpose of the Great Lent is the
supervision of our lives, so that the words
and works become pleasing to God and
acceptable to humanity.

Each of us has in the depth of the heart the
strength to supervise on the life. In this
sense, it is well understood as to why our
Church Fathers have applied the term
<UUNFU (HUSGOOM) for the Lenten eve-

nings.

“he that showeth mercy, with cheer-
fulness” (Romans 12:8).

Mercy should be extended with a good
conscience: with a humble heart. For thus
we are certainly fulfilling God’s will. We
are graced with the Holy Bible, the Book of

Life, which nourishes our spiritual life and
our living faith. Thus, when we pray and
fast, then we are constantly renewing our
spirituality and above all, our life imitates

the life of Christ.

“let love be without hypocrisy” (Ro-
mans 12:9).

Love is the gift of God and we ought to
show the same love to all without hypocrisy.
Love is the kind of gift, which enlightens
our spiritual being. And when we live a
prayerful live, then love radiates from the
depth of our heart and is spread upon all.

Blessed is the person who can share the
God-given gift of love unconditionally. God
is love and we have the calling to embody
God’s love. Then we are closer to God.
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“let love be without hypocrisy” (Ro-
mans 12:9).

Love is the root of Christianity and love
should equally be the root of our prayerful
life, for it is only through a life of prayer
that the security of a peaceful spiritual life
is conditioned. As we read the prayers of
St. Nerses the Graceful, we then grasp the
truth that love is and should be the driving
force of our spiritual life.

Jesus whose name is love Bind thou my
heart of stone, with Thy love. Thus, let us
live with the love of Christ day and night.

“Abhor that which is evil; cleave to
that which is good” (Romans 12:9).

Indeed, when our lives are immersed in
prayers, we then have the brevity to dislike
and abhor that which is evil and then lead
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our lives and cleave to that which is good.
This is the direct result of the prayerful life.
As we pray, we then enter into the very
depth of our souls and uproot that which is
unpleasing to the eyes of the Almighty God
and sow within our hearts and souls the
good. The purpose of our lives is clearly

defined in the words of St. Paul: “Abhor that

which is evil; cleave to that which is good.”

“«...cleave to that which is good”
(Romans 12:9).

Let us be the bearer of good intentions. For
when our life is filled with the messages
radiating from the Holy Gospels, then
undoubtedly our words and actions bear
the spirit of that which is good. As we enter
into the Journey of Great Lent, then our
spirituality needs to focus on the life of
Christ and His teachings, so that we may
also be followers of His teachings and
imitators of His life.
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THE PARABLE
OF THE UNJUST STEWARD

As we read the parable of the unjust
steward, certainly our first observation is a
negative one, for the steward did not fulfill
his duties with greater responsibility.
Secondly, the parable reminds us of the fact
that we all are accountable for the gift of
life God has granted to us. And as the
steward failed, we too often fail, but the
Merciful God graces upon us the abundance
of many blessings and paves the road to

return to Him.

“In love of the brethren be tenderly
affectioned to one another; in honor
preferring one another” (Romans
12:10).

Love for our brethren is not only pleasing
into the eyes of God, but also is blessed way
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of life. The more we repeat the words of
the Apostles in our prayers, the more they
become rooted in our spirituality. The
world today suffers, for people have lost in
them the love for their brethren. Love for
our brethren is the respect for one another
and the reflection of a merciful heart. Truly
the love for the brethren is a calling, to
which we ought to respond with love and

faith. This love is indeed the will of God.
Then let us fulfill the will of God.

“In diligence not slothful; fervent in
spirit” (Romans 12:11).

The Apostle reminds us all that our lives
are filled with the gifts of the Holy Spirit.
Thus, it is expected of us to see and cherish
what God has graced upon us. Blessed is the
person who finds in himself the strength to
enlighten his life, but above all, be able to
enlighten the lives of all around him.
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“Fervent in spirit.”

This is ultimately the purpose of the Great
Lent, namely to lead us to the kind of life
which armors us with the gifts of the Holy
Spirit.

“Serving the Lord” (Romans 12:1 1).

Life needs to be the reflection of our
service to God. This is the kind of life
which is meaningful. Truly, the purpose of
our life is to hold our bond firm and close
to God and express it in service. For
whoever serves the Lord, serves humanity.
This is the kind of person who not only
bears within the self the presence of God,
but is also the distributor of the divine gifts.

“Rejoicing in hope” (Romans 12:12).

Hope is a Christian virtue. As Christians,
we acclaim hope during the Sacrament of
Baptism from the holy fonts so that through-
out our life’s journey, hope becomes the
foundation of our daily words and acts.
Hope is life. Hope is the truth, when and
only God is the foundation and safeguard of
our lives. Thus, the root of our hope is
God. The life built on God leads us with the
virtues of truth. “Rejoice in hope.” For
hope is the source of our joy and the New
Life in Christ.

“Patient in tribulation” (Romans 12:12).

Tribulations and temptations in the life of
humanity are unavoidable. When we live a
prayerful life, we then overcome all kinds
of tribulations with patience. The human
person certainly is born with the God-given

strength which fights back against all kinds
of odds. When we apply patience in our
life, then we are strengthened in Christ.
Thus let us listen and heed to the words of
the Apostle and be patient in all
tribulations.

“Continuing steadfastly in prayer”
(Romans 12:12).

Prayer becomes meaningful when we pray
unceasingly. For Christ, our Lord comman-
ded us with these words: “Prayer consis-
tently and relentlessly.” Prayer bridges God
and humanity. The person who prays is the
person in search of God. However, let us
all be mindful that God is ever present in
our spirituality. As human beings we are
often weak which obviously distances us

from God wﬂlingly or unwﬂlingly.
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THE PARABLE
OF THE JUDGE

Man has to pray unceasingly and without
hesitation. These words of Christ are add-
ressed to us all. And in order to show the
very importance of prayer, Christ, our Lord
shares with us the most challenging story of
the Judge who has been unmerciful to a
widow. However, the example of the wis-
dom shows us her resilience to never give
up in pursuance of her just cause. She prayed
consistently and relentlessly. The parable
challenges us to always stay firm in our faith life.

“Continuing steadfastly in prayer”
(Romans 12:12).

Prayer is the axis of our spiritual life. As we
pray, then our soul is in a living state. In
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prayer alone, we are spiritually reborn and
it is only in prayer that the life sprouts.

Christ our Lord prayed and gave us the good
example of a prayerful life. It is important
that we follow the example of His life and
then we would feel ourselves in the king-

dom of God.

“Communicating the necessities of
the saints” (Romans 12:13).

The communication with the saints of the
Church is a necessity. As we pray, we then
ask the intercession of the saints and then
make the promise to follow in the example
of the saints.

Saints have earned sanctity through their

sacrificial lives. Saints are not born. They
are ordinary human beings who through
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virtuous lives have been ranks of sainthood.
This is the spirit of the Great Lent.

As we communicate with the saints, we
then purify our lives.

Let us take heed to the message of St. Paul:
“Communicating the necessities of
the saints.” As we follow this message, all
faithful become saints.

“Give to hospitality” (Romans 12:1 3).

Hospitality is a noble act. When we greet
people in our homes and our churches, we

then Certainly fulfill God’s will.

Hospitality needs to reflect the Christian
spirit. Thus, when we greet a person, we
ought to show unconditional love. Thus,
let us all be given to hospitality, so that we

become builders of community, with Christ
being the Head.

“Bless them that persecute you; bless
and curse not” (Romans 12:14).

We are instructed to bless the persecutors
and never curse them. The praying person
can have the strength to bless those who
persecute him or her. For as we pray, we
then look at life from a different perspec-
tive even toward those who persecute us
and disrupt our journey of life. Blessing
people is a divine act. People who are able
to bless their persecutors are those who in
action reflect the Christian love.

“Rejoice with them that rejoice; weep
with them that weep” (Romans 12: 15).

The Pauline message instructs us all to be
able to become accommodating with all.
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Often, we are next to a friend who is in
pain. Then we need to show a merciful
heart. And when we are in attendance of a
joytul event, we will then rejoice with our
friends. This behavior can only be the
reflection of the people, who live a life with
the Christian Faith.

“Be of the same mind one toward
another” (Romans 12:16).

A praying and prayerful person wishes to
live a peaceful and harmonious life with his
fellow friends. The spirit of peace can only
be reflected when our inner soul is
consecrated with prayer. The person who
prays constantly for the vision of a sacred
life, yearns for a life of prayer with God.
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THE SUNDAY OF ADVENT

The core meaning of Christ’s Second
Coming lies in the very depths of the
Advent. It would be impossible to grasp
our Christian Faith without the doctrine of
the Advent. The descent of the Only Be-
gotten Son truly shapes our Christian Faith.
It is also with this immense expectation that
we await the Second Coming of the Lord.
This very doctrine inspires us to live a God-
pleasing life and above all, be bonded to
Christ, our Lord as His adopted children.

Set not your mind on high things,
but condescend to things that are

lowly. Be not wise in your conceits”
(Romans 12:16).

Humility is born within us, when our soul
is led and filled with prayer. Prayer turns
our lives into miracles. Prayer unites us
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with God. Christ our Lord is the role model
of our prayer life. The person who leads a
prayerful life grasps the significance of
humility. And those who live a humble life
are the ones who truly have joy in their
hearts. Thus, let these thoughts initiate
within us the desire to live a humble life and
drive us to make the commitment to follow

Christ.

“Render to no man evil for evil. Take
thought for things honorable in the
sight of all men” (Romans 12:17).

Often, we are led astray and are trapped in
evil thoughts. But then the message of the
Apostle reawakens within us a New Spirit:
“Render to no man evil for evil. Take
thought for things honorable in the
sight of all men.” For when we respond
to evil with a forgiving soul, we then have
victory over evil. And more so, we are able
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to transfer the life of our fellow friends to
New Life, according to the principles of
Christ’s Gospels.

“If it be possible, as much as in you
lieth, be at peace with all men” (Ro-
mans 12:18).

The Christian faithful is the person who
certainly has the means to sow the seeds of
peace into the hearts of humanity. After all,
the whole purpose of Christianity is to
guard the God-granted peace in the life of
the world.

The truth is that the peace of the world is
disrupted by human beings and those who
live a prayertful life can certainly transform
the hearts of their fellow friends to become
peacemakers. And the root of all evil is
greed. Thus, as we preach the Gospel of

Christ, we then attain peace.
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“Vengeance belongeth unto me; I
will recompense, said the Lord”
(Romans 12:19).

Vengeance is incompatible to the Christian
spirit. The Christian cannot be vengeful
and allow himself or herself to display
anger. Even though inasmuch as we under-
stand this truth, being the weak human
beings that we are, we often fail. However,
it is only the prayerful life which leads our
steps to Christ and enlightens our spiritua-
lity to sanctify our lives.

“But if thine enemy hunger, feed
him; if he thirsts, give him to drink;
for in doing thou shalt heap coals of
fire upon his head” (Romans 12:20).

Mercy need to be applied towards all with-
out exception. As the apostle commands
“But if thine enemy hunger, feed
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him; if he thirsts, give him to drink;
for in doing thou shalt heap coals of
fire upon his head” To feed the hungry
is anoble act. It is actually the act of sharing
God’s love. Thus, we instill in the heart of
our enemies the very purpose of the moral life.

“Be not overcome of evil, but over-
come evil with good” (Romans 12: 21).

We can all uproot the evil when we spread
the love of God graced upon us. For as we
share our God-given gifts, we then perform
miracles. Miracles are happening in our
lives every day and in every place.
Therefore, let us take heed to the life-
giving messages of the Apostles.
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PALM SUNDAY

The victorious entry of Christ our Lord into
the City of Jerusalem reawakens within us
the spiritual desire to allow Him to enter
into the depth of our hearts. How can this
be possible? The simplest steps need to be
taken. To lead our steps to Church, to fo-
cus our entire prayers on the life of Christ.
Thus, our souls turn to be the Holy City of

Jerusalem.
